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	 Note: Other hazardous materials, such as biological agents and radioactive 
materials, should not be included in the chemical inventory since they are 
tracked under separate EH&S programs.  Very small quantities of hazardous 
materials (such as liquid toners and cleaners stored in offices) need not be 
reported.  Call EH&S at 642-3073 if you have a question about whether 
a chemical or other material needs to be reported through the Chemical 
Inventory Program.

•	 Each department must submit an update annually. A department is assigned 
one of four quarterly periods for preparing its inventory and submitting it 
to EH&S. EH&S sends reminders to departments at the beginning of their 
reporting quarter, along with instructions and specific due dates.

•	 In addition to the scheduled updates, if there are any significant changes
