OPERATING A GLASS BELT SANDER

TASK HAZARDS

1. Turn on water supply and sanding belt. Spray water or dust in eyes

Muscle strain

2. Align glass with belt sander. Cutting hand on glass or on moving belt

3. Angle glass for contact with belt sander. Flying glass debris, dust, and water in face and eyes

Belt could break.

Glass could break, cutting body.

Cutting hand on moving belt

CONTROLS

Wear safety glasses and face shield. Keep face
away from moving belt. Make sure guards are in
place.

Position body to maintain balance, avoid twisting
and overextending.

Use fingertips to handle glass. Don't hold glass
edges.

Keep hands and fingers away from belt.
Make sure guards are in place.
Wear safety glasses and face shield.

Control amount of pressure exerted on belt and
maintain balance.

Wear rubber apron and on-skid-shoes.

Keep hands and fingers away from moving belt.
Make sure guards are in place.

4. Rubber apron
